Each box, filled with the selected collection of
brand new tools and equipment, is fully sealed and
self-contained. It is provided with a set of wheels
and a handle for easy movement and will provide
the recipient with all of the basic requirements they
need to support a local business that can contribute
to the regeneration and development of themselves
and the whole community.

It costs £399 to completely fill a box and send it to
the required country. A small donation will help fill
a box. Personal donations can usually be Gift Aided
to increase the benefit to Trade Aid at no additional
cost to the donor.

The Trade Aid Trust Fund, charity No. 1120283, was
set up and is administered by the Rotary Club of
Grantham Kesteven, in Lincolnshire. It acts
irrespective of race, religion or political affiliation,
receives no government funding and relies entirely
on donations.

Sierra Leone

Working with the Hope and Homes Charity a number of
boxes were supplied to support their work in Sierra Leone.
Later, additional boxes were requested and these have also
been provided.

Rwanda

In 1994, Rwanda experienced the worst genocide in modern
history. Almost one million people were killed, social
structures were destroyed and family life disintegrated.

Boxes have been provided on two occasions to help with the
work of the Hope and Homes Charity in this devastated
country.

Romania

Twenty Trade Aid Boxes have been sent by the Rotary Club
of Brackley to Romania to support and enhance the quality
of teaching, teacher training and school organisation in the
Tarlungeni Community.

In addition boxes have been sent, with the help of the
Rotary Club of Brasov Citadel, to a Romanian Charity that
provides education for underprivileged children in Sacele.

Kenya

Twenty Builder’s, Teacher’s, Blacksmith’s, Carpenter’s and
Mechanic’s Boxes were sent to a displaced persons camp
near Nakuru, in Kenya, where tools were urgently required
to assist with the reconstruction of the fragile infrastructure
needed to provide basic living standards.

China

In May 2008 twenty Trade Aid Boxes were sent to China’s
Sichuan Province after the earthquake there left 50,000
people dead and more than five million homeless.

Swaziland

Four Carpenter Boxes have been sent to Swaziland, where
about 60 % of the population lives on less than 1.25 dollars per
day, to assist with a rebuilding programme.

Nepal

Boxes have been sent to the Nepal in Need Charity for use in a
vocational training scheme.

More than half Nepal’s population live on less than a dollar a
day.

Sudan

Sudan was the third country to which Trade Aid boxes were
provided through the Hope and Homes Charity.

“The sets of carpentry and blacksmith tools sent to Hope and
Homes for Children in Sudan have been really supportive for
two young people in the Small Family Homes in Khartoum. As
they opened the boxes, the boys expressed their pleasure and
happiness to have received the tools that will help them in
their independent living.”

Decades of fighting have taken their toll on the country’s
infrastructure, communities have been decimated, millions of
people have been killed or displaced and thousands of children
have been orphaned.

India

Boxes have been sent to India by the Holloway Methodist
Church, Derbyshire, with help from the local W I. They
are supporting the work that the Church is doing to help
the deprived women in the slums of Calcutta.

South Africa

The first box was presented to a local tradesman by the
Rotary Club of Giyani in South Africa.

Since then a further six boxes have been provided through
the Hope and Homes Charity to the Moretele Sunrise
Hospice and the Sinomhawa Aids Project.

Zambia

Maamba Youth Projects provides training facilities in a
very poor rural area of Zambia where there are no other
further educational or training opportunities for young
people.

Initially Trade Aid provided three boxes that enabled
young craftsman to set up in business in their local
community. Following a visit by John and Brenda Asher
additional boxes have been provided to fully equip a new
training workshop that has been built by volunteers.

“Indeed Trade Aid has enriched the lives of young people
in a way that they never dreamed possible. Your noble
work is truly worthwhile as you continue to help many
who truly deserve your help. May God continue to bless
each one abundantly.”

Trade Aid is planning to provide further support for this
work in Maamba.
